BC Minutes for February 22, 2011
Amherst Riding Club
The riding club has a new rider who is taller than usual and has no clothes that fit her for shows. They would like to have the clothes emergency approved because the show is the upcoming Saturday.
There is a motion to emergency fund in full pending senate approval. Vote results are 6 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions. 
Amherst Democrats
The group is requesting funding for publicity for three events. They would also like to have funding for food for their first film showing. The events are for screenings of the Daily Show. They would like to have discussions during the screenings, but they will not be inviting speakers in to speak and discuss as they do with their film series. 
There is a motion to fund $27 for the publicity and $0 for the food. Vote results are 4 in favor, 0 opposed, 2 abstentions.
WAMH
The group recently learned that they had neglected to pay a licensing fee for webcasting. They have already been approved to pay this year’s fees, but they would like to request funding for the fees that they were supposed to pay for the previous ten years. 
The AAS typically doesn’t fund ex post facto, but in exceptional circumstances it has been done in the past. The committee does not feel comfortable making a recommendation without discussing the issue with the entire senate.
There is a motion to table. Vote results are 6 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions. 
Men’s Rugby
The club missed the deadline for spring budgets, so are submitting it through discretionary.
They are requesting NERFU and referee dues, trainer salaries, coach’s salary, travel expenses which include gas, pads and equipment, and A side and B side jerseys. 
The AAS typically does not fund travel expenses. In addition, the AAS never funds giveaways, and the B-Side jerseys are typically given away if the team loses.
The men’s team does not have enough jerseys for the A side, because some had gotten lost in the past and was stolen. These jerseys would stay in the club.
The coach’s salary is the same. 
There is a motion to fund everything except for the travel and B Side jerseys. Vote results are 6 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions. 
Computer Repair
The group is requesting funding for materials to build a rig. Their purpose of the club is to build computers. They would like enough to build two rigs. The computers would run a  program called Folding at Home, and would simulate protein folding, and this data could potentially be used for medical reports. The main focus of the club is building computers, but they would like the computers to be eventually used for an end goal such as cancer research. The club would be open to anyone who showed interest. 
The group discussed funding with the computer science department, however no department is responsible for actual computer hardware. The equipment would stay within the club, and the equipment would not take up much space. They plan on having them kept in the IT spaces in Smudd, or possibly in Frost Library. They would make sure that only members of the club could use the computers.
They have about eighteen members that have expressed interest, but feel that they need computers in order to tell who is really interested in building.
The hardware needed to be productive do not exist in any IT department computers, so the group feels it is necessary to buy these parts and design the computers they plan on building. The most that any part costs is $160, and they are difficult to break. They plan on being very careful with the equipment. 
There is a motion to table, because the committee would like the input of the full senate. Vote results are 6 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions. 
Globemed
The group is requesting funding for registration fees. The group would like to send some members to a conference.
There is a motion to fund in full. Vote results are 6 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions. 
Five College Christian Science Organization
The group is requesting $300 because the group thought they would be receiving a certain amount of funding for a lecture, but did not get all of the funding that they expected.
The lecture is happening in the coming week, and the lecturer needs to be paid by March 1st. They feel committed to pay the speaker, but are not contractually obligated. The speaker has told the group that she could do without the money if it was absolutely necessary, but the group would like to pay her the full amount. 
There is a motion to emergency fund $200 and recommend senate emergency funding for the additional $100.  Vote results are 6 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions. 
Ventilation
The group would like to bring in two artists, one of which has performed at the college in the past. The group is requesting funding for an honorarium, a PA system, and CDs for an audio library.
The event would take place on March 25th. They plan to have the event in the Octogon. They would like to have a PA system, because they have used it in the past with performances. They have someone that they get the systems for, but there is the possibility that the IT department might lend out speakers, so the group is advised to look into that possibility.
They would also like to have CDs for an audio library. People would borrow the CDs from the club and bring them back.
There is a motion to fund $825 for the honorarium and CDs, and table the PA system and $9 for publicity. Vote results are 6 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
