AC JABS
The group would like to have introductory food, publicity, and also money for color printing. Color printing is necessary because graphs and diagrams cannot be understood without color.
There is a motion to fund $659. Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions. 
WAMH
WAMH is requesting funding for three separate licensing fees. Two of the fees have been traditionally paid in the past but were left off the budget, and the third has traditionally not been paid, but WAMH is obligated to. 
There is a question about the fact that WAMH is obligated to pay these bills. Normally they are included in the budget, but because a change in leadership the person in charge was unaware that they had to pay these fees. If the radio station does not pay, then they will be unable to broadcast. However, they are not contractually obliged to pay, so the matter is not ex post facto.
There is a motion to fund in full. Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
Amherst Japan Club
The group is requesting funding for materials for Asian Night Market. They are requesting origami paper, snacks, table tents, flyers, and leaflets. 
The AAS never allocates more than $9 for publicity together. For the food, the event corresponds with a Japanese holiday in which there is a specific food to be eaten. Therefore, the food is important to the event and can be taken from their $200 rule. 
Motion to fund $79. Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
Mead Docents
The group is requesting funds for an Evening at the Mead event. They are requesting funds for an acappella group, snacks from Atkins, and publicity. This event has always been funded in the past. 
There is a motion to fund in full. Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
Scuba
Three students have been taking a scuba class at UMass. There is a course registration fee to get training and get certified for scuba diving. There is a trip over spring break and at the end of the year in which the students can get certified. 
The event however, is exclusive. Only students in the class can go, and the AAS typically funds events that are open to the entire college. However, the requesters argue that any student could have signed up for the class. In addition, this is an academic course. Amherst College offers academic half credit courses such as piano and singing lessons, but they cost money. The AAS would never fund music lessons for a student, and this is similar. 
The requester argues that they are not getting credit for the course, so it is not really an academic commitment. 
However, the exclusivity is still an issue. If the students were to advertise, and more students could go, then perhaps the event could be considered. However, the course is closed now and therefore the event is closed. Even if a student attended the class, they would not have enough training to attend the certification event. The event is still seen as private, and still seems similar to music lessons for a small number of students, which the AAS would not pay for. 
There is a motion to fund $0.
Vote results are 6 in favor, 0 opposed, 2 abstentions.
Amherst Ballroom
The group is requesting funding for a coach’s salary, and introductory food and publicity.
The group intends to start next week and have 12 two hour sessions in the semester. The coach charges $100 per hour. They have had the same coach for two years.
There is a motion to fund in full. Vote results are 8 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
Amherst Jew Crew
The Jew Crew is a new club. They would like to have a catered bagel brunch from Black Sheep as their first event. They have also looked into other places but they thought the delivery option of Black Sheep was the best. The event is aimed at Jewish people but anyone would be allowed to attend. 
This food is integral to the event. Bagels could arguably also be cultural food. This would be their first major event.
They are viewing the event as an open forum, and a way to gauge what people actually want from events in the future. Because of the intention of the event, it does not seem like a celebration of culture and rather a social event. It may function more as an introductory meeting. This food would likely come out of the club’s $200 rule instead, and also their $50 for introductory meeting food. 
The group is advised to apply to Dean Fatemi, Program Board, and Social Council. 
There is a motion to fund $259 for food, table tents, and posters. Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 1 abstention. 
Amnesty International
The group is requesting an honorarium for a slam poetry event. They have three poets confirmed. They would like $500 per poet. 
They had already been approved half the amount in club budgets. They have not gone to other sources because they are anticipating needing transportation from other sources, and there is the possibility that there will be another poet. They are afraid that if they have to get funding for airfare and extra poets, and also for additional honorariums, they won’t be able to get the funding for all of their needs.
There is a motion to fund $750. Vote results are 8 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions. 
Amherst Yogis
The group is requesting $105.50 for yoga mats. 
There is a motion to fund in full. Vote results are 8 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
Much Ado About Knitting
The group is requesting funding for yarn and knitting needles. They are requesting yarn to make blankets for the homeless shelter in town.
However, the AAS typically does not fund giveaways. This would be a donation but the blankets would also be a useful practice for the group members. The fact that the yarn cannot be reused is a problem, however.
However, there are other clubs that may have similar requests. If the Amherst Window Farm group requested seeds, there is the question of whether the AAS would fund that because the seeds would not stay in the club forever.
A better example is that of the Cooking Club. They often have cooking events in which a chef teaches the members how to cook and then they can eat the food. In this way, the knitting of blankets is the skill that the members use and then they don’t have to keep the blankets.
There is a motion to fund $310.50. Vote results are 8 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
KSA
The group is requesting funding for an honorarium for Eliot Chang, who is a well known comedian. They would like him to come to Amherst College, because he is one of the few Asian Americans who is a prominent comedian and could provide insight about breaking into the entertainment industry.
They are seeking co-sponsorship. In total they are hoping for $3500, and are going to Program Board, Social Council, and Dean Fatemi. 
The AAS typically will fund $1500 and wait for the group to find co-sponsership, and then can make up the difference. 
There is a motion to fund $1500. Vote results are 8 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
Change for Change
The group is requesting $50 for candy. The candy is for the people who go out collecting change to eat. The requester thinks that the candy would add to the event, because there are students who are volunteering their time. 
However, the AAS doesn’t typically fund food for members to do what the club does, in this case, going out and collecting change.
The club is advised to seek funding from Dean Fatemi and SCEF because their rules are less stringent about food. 
There is a motion to fund $0. Vote results are 8 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions. 
Fencing Team
The group is requesting funding for a hotel. They are attending a tournament which starts at 8AM. They would have to leave before 5AM to attend the event, so are entitled to hotels. They would like the hotels for one night. They are asked to find out if they can add cots to rooms.
There is a motion to fund $294.51. Vote results are 8 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
Muslim Students Association
The club is requesting $770 for bi-weekly dinners at the Cadigan Center. The dinners are intended to get the college involved in the Muslim community. Usually their adviser attend.
The dinners are cultural and Halal meat and other cultural food is served. The club has not advertised yet, so add $9 to their request for publicity.
There is a motion to fund $779. Vote results are 8 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions. 
Amherst Student
The Amherst Student is requesting funding for three new IMacs. The Student has some very old IMacs that are not functioning well. Many programs cannot be opened at the same time and the computers crash often. They would like to ask the AAS to fund three IMacs and the group plans to buy three out of pocket. 
The price is the lowest quote from the IT department. The IT used to provide Adobe Creative Suites, but will no longer provide them to students, but instead only to faculty. However, they think that Dean Fatemi will contribute to the cost of the programs.
The Amherst Student intends to become independent again eventually, and the question is put forth whether they will give back the computers that were funded by the AAS. However, the representative argues that the group could just request small amounts of money in order to keep the computers, and also that giving back the computers is impractical. 
There is a motion to fund in full. Vote results are 8 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
Peruvian Education Initiative
The group intends to hold a speed dating event, which they have done in previous years. They would like funding for table tents, posters, and printing costs for materials. The materials are for the speed dating cards that are to be used during the event. Also, they would like to decorate the room.
There is a motion to fund $38. Vote results are 8 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions. The publicity will have to be emergency funded because of the proximity of the event. There is a motion for the publicity money to be emergency funded. Vote results are 8 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
Quiz Bowl
The group would like to request funding for introductory meeting food and publicity.
There is a motion to fund in full. Vote results are  8 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
Amherst Tango
The group is requesting funding for a Milonga event. They have had this event in the past. They had a live band and two performers. The event was a great success, and they would like to have a similar event. They would like to have one instructor, and a live band. They would also like to have food and decorations.

The band transport would cost $200, the band $2000, the instructor $600, instructor transport $200, decorations $100 and food $200.
The transport for the instructor would entail a bus ride from New York. Last year the group requested $500 for the band instead of $2000, and $800 for dancers instead of $600 for an instructor.
The band has increased the price because they are now in higher demand. The group has not yet sought co sponsorship for this event, but they will do so.
The committee would halve the band in order to encourage co sponsorship and recommend $50 for decorations. 
For the WPI Milonga event, they have 20 people planning to attend. 
For permanent equipment for the club, they have not submitted a detailed request so the committee will table the request.
There is a motion to fund $2475. Vote results are 8 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
