BC Minutes for February 15th 2011
BSU
The group is requesting funding for a DJ, town officer, advertising, and publicity for a speaker series. There is a motion to fund in full. 
Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
Pre Business Group
The group asks about the use of AAS vans. They state that the vans are rarely available and this makes it difficult to plan events, especially as the AAS does not fund transportation for student groups. However, AAS vans are expensive and this is why they are limited.
They are also requesting funding for conference registration. 7 people would like to attend a one day conference. They will need emergency funding because the event is scheduled for the upcoming Saturday,
There is a motion to fund in full. Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
BSU
The group intends to host a Black Alumni Weekend. They are planning several different events including a dinner on Saturday. They are hoping that over 100 people will attend. 
The funding they are requesting only covers the students’ portion of the dinner. They are also requesting funding for packets, name cards, refreshments for panels, and publicity. In the past, the Pre-Business group hosted a similar type of event.  The alumni office had also hosted a Multicultural Alumni weekend, which garnered mixed reviews from alumni. 
The BSU has already obtained funding from the Alumni Office, Social Council, and are advised to request funding from Dean Fatemi as well. 
They are not sure about the specifics of the cost for the catered dinner, so they are asked to find out how much a large scale event such as Harlem Renaissance cost in past years.
There is a motion to fund all requests in full except for the refreshments. Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
Pride and Color
The group is requesting $245 in total for a movie screening. This entails $100 for copyright fees, $125 for food, and $20 for advertising. However, the precedent is to fund $9 for advertising.
The group would like to have a discussion after the screening, so the food would come out of their $200 rule. 
There is a motion to emergency fund $109, and recommend emergency funding for the remaining $125. Vote results are 6 in favor, 0 opposed, 1 abstention.
World Read Aloud Day
The group is requesting funding for postcards that they would like to distribute in student mailboxes. They are requesting $63.75 in total for the printing costs. The purpose of the postcards is to have people write about literacy on the postcards, and then turn them in. Afterwords, some people will be asked to read the postcards aloud.
They argue that the postcards are not publicity but rather serve a functional purpose. This should be more effective than tabling in val because students will have time to think about what to write. This is similar to educational posters used by other groups.
There is a motion to fund in full. Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
Roosevelt Institute
The group is requesting funding for hotels. Three members have been invited to present a program from April 1-3 in San Diego and need to stay for three nights.
They are asking for funding for one room. There is a motion to fund in full.
Vote results are 6 in favor, 0 opposed, 1 abstention.
Amherst Christian Fellowship
Four members are attending an alternate spring break trip in Florida. Frisbee and Habitat both have spring break trips that are often funded by the AAS. For this trip, housing and food is included in the registration fee.
There is a motion to fund in full. Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
Newman Club
The group would like to attend a spring retreat. They attended this retreat last year but fewer people attended. They have already publicized.
There is a motion to fund in full. Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
Hacker’s Club
A student would like to start a software developers club and is requesting funding for $50 food and $9 publicity for an introductory meeting. There is a motion to fund in full.
Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
Club Hockey
The group is requesting funding for a piece of equipment. It is a piece of cloth for the net that would serve as a goalie when there is none. There is a motion to fund in full.
Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
Risalat Khan
The student is requesting $100 for a registration fee for a conference he would like to attend. There is a motion to fund in full. Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
