BC Minutes for November 2nd 2010
TH!NK
The group has a movie screening coming up. They already have funding for the movie in their budget, but need discretionary funding for the three speakers that are coming. The group would also like to do a bathroom campaign with information and statistics. 
For the bathroom campaign, they are requesting $30. However, this number seems high because the group is planning on using regular 8x11 posters. However, they are designing these to be more elaborate, so that might account for the difference in cost. In the past, the AAS has funded a regular $9 for bathroom campaigns. 
There is a motion for $69. Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions. 
Fencing Team
The team needs two power cords. Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
Charles Drew Health Professions Society
The house is requesting funding for an Active Minds conference. The conference is in the upcoming weekend, so they will need to emergency fund. 
There is a motion to fund in full. Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
BSU
The group is requesting $2000 in funding for lighting and sound. They are having the event in the alumni gym this year, not Val. 
They are also requesting $70 for the jazz band, and $2000 for food. They decided to get the food from Baku’s. 
They are getting funding from student activities. Currently they are carrying invitations, programs, decorations that are not covered by Program Board and Social Council, and part of food.
There is a motion to fund $3570. Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
Argentine Tango
The group is requesting funding for a band, a dance performance, and dancing lessons. They are requesting $800 for two dancers from New York, and those dancers will teach two lessons during the event. The band is also from New York.
The group has also spoken with Dean Fatemi and a few other sources, but were asked to go to the AAS first. 
The committee decides to fund all but the band, and ask the group to try and get that funding from other sources, under the understanding that the AAS will fund the difference. 
There is a motion to fund $1000. Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
There is a motion to add $9 for publicity. Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
Amherst Christian Fellowship
The group is requesting $410 for a projector. The projector is used for worship services, and for speakers. 
However, the committee wonders if there is a projector in Chapin already. If there isn’t one, it would not cause problems to fund it, but if there is already a projector it may be more convenient to simply use that one. 
They are also requesting funding for refreshments during homecoming, since they will have a tent. However, there does not seem to be a purpose for the food. 
There is a motion to table the request for a projector and $0 for food. Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions. 
Magic Card Club
The Magic Card Club has just been formed and is not yet a recognized club. They are looking to organize weekly meetings where they play cards.
They are requesting food for an introductory meeting, and for a tournament that 6 people would like to attend. They are requesting funding for 5 people.
There is a motion to fund $200. There is an objection. They are adding $9 for publicity, so that the group can advertise their introductory meeting.
There is a motion to fund $209. Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions. 
Motion to emergency fund $59. Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions. 
MRC
The group is requesting $1000 honorarium, which includes travel costs. They also submitted their budget. They are requesting food, lodging, and photography. 
There is a motion to fund in full. Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions. 
Spanish House and La Casa and Green Amherst Project
The Spanish House and La Casa are doing a joint event which is the Latino Poets cafe.  
They are requesting $74.15 for Valentine. Other sources have agreed to fund $700. The total cost for the event is $1060. 
They are requesting funding for food. However, theme houses do not get the $200 food. 
There is a motion to fund $336.36. They will require an emergency vote. However, the budgetary could fund $200 at once and ask the group to find the rest of the money somewhere else. 
There is a motion to emergency fund $200. Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
For Green Amherst Project, they are requesting registration fees for a conference. 
They are also requesting $98.50 for cider at homecoming, which includes 150 cups. Finally, they are requesting $18 for two rounds of publicity.
They are also holding a Green Amherst Project alumni reception, and they are requesting funding for refreshments. 
The committee will zero the cider and the alumni mixer food, as well as one round of publicity. 
There is a motion to fund $522.09. Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions. 
Mindfulness and Meditation
The group is requesting two rounds of publicity at $18. The first event is the information meeting, but the second event they have not decided on yet. 
The committee recommends they request $9 for one round of publicity and come back when they need more. 
There is a motion to emergency fund $59. Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
Charles Drew House
The house is requesting funding for an honorarium and food. The speaker is coming from Philadelphia. They have gotten funding from the CCE, and Program Board and Dean Fatemi asked that the group find other sources.
There is a motion for $550, which covers the honorarium but not the food. Vote results are 7 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstentions.
