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For our class meeting on Thursday, November 5 at the Mead Art Museum, gather in the groups below to study “your” work of art. Look carefully at the subject, the way the work is made, and consider how it might have been used. In a brief class presentation (10 minutes), based on specific references to what you see in the work of art, propose ways to incorporate that work into a discussion about the nature of childhood at the time the work was made. This is not a research assignment, but one that asks you to look closely and to begin to interpret visual evidence.
